	Subject: Overview


Oklahoma Housing Finance Agency (OHFA) is the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) designated State Home Investment Partnerships Program (HOME) Participating Jurisdiction (PJ) for the state of Oklahoma.  

Title 24 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR), Part 92 (HOME Program Final Rule), governs this program.  The primary goal of the OHFA HOME Program is to retain and increase the supply of decent, safe, and sanitary affordable housing.  OHFA furthers this goal by using the HOME Program financial resources as a catalyst in the development and strengthening of public partnerships with local governments, nonprofit organizations, private sector development entities, financial institutions, and debt and equity capital outlets.
